Introduction 
The Bonus Ball is a method of fundraising for the Club, which at the same time rewards its participants. Annually, it raises around 20% of the Club’s income and is extremely important to our finances. For a donation of effectively £1 a week, members of the scheme are allocated a number for either the Saturday or the Wednesday draw, and if their number is drawn as the National Lottery Bonus Ball every other week, they receive a cheque for £40. Members pay £13 quarterly by Standing Order, or £52 annually by cheque or cash for each Bonus Ball they have. Participants can opt to play on Wednesdays or Saturdays – or on both days
