1 Introduction
This note provides the details for Membership for 2012 for those in the following categories :

   - Playing categories of ‘Full’ and ‘Full Time Education’ (or ‘FTE’) and
   - Non-playing members eg Bonus Ball participants, Friends of Brook, and Life Members

Clubmark requires a more detailed registration and authorisation process for those Under18 and this is described in a separate document on the website - U18 Membership     

To be a playing member of the Club, a subscription must be paid (unless a Life Member, when payment is optional). Membership lasts from the time a subscription is paid until the conclusion of the following AGM. There is no longer a requirement (or option) for members to pay their subscription via Gift Aid and the Pirrie Hall
2  Background
The Club has an annual expenditure of over £20,000 which includes fees for the Surrey Championship, costs for the renewal and maintenance of equipment and certain facilities, insurance, the cost of a groundsman, umpires fees, catering costs for home matches, purchase of balls and a number of other items. To meet this expenditure, so that the Club can continue to operate with the quality and style its members rightly expect, income is derived mainly from sponsorship, Bonus Ball, match fees, social events and subscriptions. Subscriptions generally provide over 40% of income, and their importance is therefore obvious.
Subscription rates are consciously and carefully arrived at by the Committee before presentation for approval at the AGM. There is a £20 discount if playing Bonus Ball for the first time for the membership year – see below. The subscriptions have been held at 2011 levels

Notes :
1. * £5 to assist with higher catering costs for lunch

2. Debutants for the Club are not required to pay a match fee for their first match, however this match does count towards matches played for subscription purposes

3. Match fees are not payable for limited overs competitions such as the Flora Doris, and matches played do not count for subscription purposes

4. Playing Life Members pay match fees

3.2  Subscription discount 
There will be a £20 discount if Bonus Ball is joined for the year (see ‘Bonus Ball scheme’ for detail). If a player’s number comes up as the Bonus Ball in the National Lottery they receive £40. Payment can be combined with the subscription payment. This means for those in the Full category: £150 - £20 = £130 + Bonus Ball £52 = £182, for those in FTE: £100 - £20 = £80 + £52 = £132. Therefore for an extra £32 there is the chance of winning £40 every other week. A completed Bonus Ball application form MUST accompany a membership application form
3.3  Responsibilities
1. Captains collectively, in association with the Director of Cricket, are responsible for ensuring that any person who plays for the Club is correctly registered with the Secretary and that appropriate subscription fees are collected

2. The Treasurer reports monthly on subscriptions collection progress to the Committee

3. The Archivist reports subs paid on Club News page of website monthly

4. New Membership forms are retained by the Treasurer (John Prynne)

4. U18 Members

U18 members must complete both forms. Additional arrangements to obtain parental consent are in place for recording members who are U18 on 1st September 2011. Please refer to separate forms on the website. Key contact is the External Relations Manager (Giles Schofield)

5  Friends of Brook

The Friends of Brook scheme provides an opportunity for supporters of the Club to have an active and tangible role in it’s affairs. For an annual contribution of £50 a Friend has full voting rights at Annual and Extraordinary General Meetings, will be personally recognized on the club website and in the fixture card, and when first participating will be presented with an 18” by 15” commissioned print of the Pirrie Hall (as illustrated on the front page of the website)
Potential Friends are invited to apply to the Secretary

6  Life Members

Life Members are those elected at an Annual General Meeting in recognition of exceptional and noteworthy service to the Club, whether as a player or otherwise. They will have the same rights as Full members but will not pay a subscription (but may make a voluntary contribution to the Club). If a member however is still a current player, match fees are payable

7  Bonus Ball Membership

Additional membership can be obtained via the Bonus Ball scheme, which is managed by Brian Davenport. Participation by playing members and Friends is also welcome
